Note:  1.  If mistakes are made from which you can not recover then a master reset will restore the cash register to the factory defaults. (ref. page 10 in Instruction Manual)

Syntax for programming jobs:

1. Anything in square brackets on this page represents an actual key to depress.  For example, the [ . ] represents the decimal key located below the number pad’s 3 key.
2. Numbers are entered using the number pad.
Tax setup for provinces with a provincial tax on tax where taxes 1, 2, and 3 are provincial taxes and tax 4 is for GST:

1. Turn the mode switch to the PGM position using the manager key (MA).

2. Enter the following two jobs:

9901  [ . ]   [@/FOR]   602    [CA/AT]
9905  [ . ]   [@/FOR]   4        [CA/AT] 

Tax setup for provinces with a provincial add on tax where taxes 1, 2, and 3 are provincial taxes and tax 4 is for GST. 

1. Turn the mode switch to the PGM position using the manager key (MA).

2. Enter the following two jobs:

9901  [ . ]   [@/FOR]   602   [CA/AT]
9905  [ . ]   [@/FOR]   5       [CA/AT]

Non Add Number:  Enabling the non add number function allows you to enter a number onto the receipt and journal without affecting sales totals.  For example, recording a customer number: 

1. Turn the mode switch to the PGM position using the manager key (MA).

2. Enter the following job:

9914  [ . ]  [@/FOR]  1102    [CA/AT]
Fractional Quantities: Enabling fractional quantities allows you to use the decimal key to sell fractional quantities:

1. Turn the mode switch to the PGM position using the manager key (MA).

2. Enter the following job:

3. 9906  [ . ]   [@/FOR]   201   [CA/AT] 

Changing the function of a key.  You can reprogram a key to change its function by assigning a different KEY NUMBER to it.

Notes:   1.  Only the keys listed in Table 1 (see below) can be moved around the keyboard or added to the keyboard.

2.   If you are moving a key that is already on the keyboard to a different position then you should first disable that function key using job 2.2 below and then assign that function key to its new position using job 2.1 below.

1. Turn the mode switch to the PGM position using the manager key (MA).
2. Do job 2.1 to change the function of a key or job 2.2 to disable a key (see Table 1 below for key numbers)
2. To program a key with a different function enter the following job:

9950 [ . ]  [@/FOR] (enter KEY NUMBER on the number pad)  [depress the actual key]  [CA/AT]

2.2  To disable a key’ function enter the following job: 

9950 [ . ]  [@/FOR]  (enter KEY NUMBER on the number pad)   [@/FOR]  [CA/AT]
