IRC STEPS

1. Install all hardware. Include a memory board in the master.

2. Master reset all machines

3. Leave plugged in for at least one day to charge batteries

4. Program one machine (900 jobs, then pgm2 jobs).

5. Backup the program.

6. Download the program from the originally programmed machine to each satellite through the IR.

7. Attach a journal printer to a satellite.  If your “live” system will not be using a journal printer then temporarily convert any other printer to a journal printer for the IRC setup.

8. Make all file allocations in the satellite. If you change file allocations in the future you should return to this step with a journal printer attached 

9. Enter all service settings 

10. IR to all other machines

11. Connect all machines with cable and terminators

12. Create the backup (if you have one-it’s not worth the trouble) then satellites

13. Create the master

14. Test the IRC in diagnostics or by downloading all files

15. Assign all function keys in the master and download to the satellites

16. Test all the reports and functions (you will probably have to enter one PLU,Dept,coupon, etc.)

17. Save the program either with a loader or through a polling package

18. Finish programming the master and download to the other machines

19. Test some more
