INSTRUCTIONS TO CREATE AND USE THE “POP ONLY” BUTTON

Note: 1.  PST FOOD tax is a tax that starts at $4.01. 

2. Regular PST or in this case a “Snack tax” is a tax that starts at $0.21.

3. The [POP ONLY]  button is only to be used with items that have both the PST FOOD tax and the GST applied to it and you want to change its PST FOOD tax status to the regular PST tax status.

4. The [POP ONLY] button works only on the item pressed immediately after the [POP ONLY] button has been pressed.

How to use the [POP ONLY] button

1. Press the [POP ONLY] button.

2. Press the item button so that is applies the regular PST at $0.21 from applying it at $4.01.  Essentially the item will have both PST and GST applied to it.

Creating the [POP ONLY] button

Note: 1.  Anything within the square brackets [ ] represents an actual button on the keyboard.  For example,  [.]  represents the decimal point button (found just above the “8’ button on the number pad.

2 Numbers not enclosed by the square brackets are entered from the number pad on the keyboard.

3 The mode switch is where you insert the mode key to switch to switch between different modes such as the register on and off modes, or the programming mode etc.

1. Insert the mode key labeled “SRV” into the mode switch and turn it counterclockwise one “stop” past the PGM2 position (this position is unmarked).  The display on the register should read “SRV” meaning the register is in service mode.

2. Choose a button on the keyboard to be used for the new [POP ONLY] button.  Choose a button currently not being used and label it “POP ONLY” (the button above the [CL] button is a good choice).  Execute the following jobs by press the following buttons:

9 5 0 [.]  [@/for]  2 8  [PAID OUT]  [RECV ACCT]  [CASH] 

9 5 0 [.]  [@/for]  5 0  [POP ONLY]  [CASH]

3. Turn the mode key clockwise to the X2/Z2 position and execute the following job by pressing the following buttons:

2 9 0 0  [.]  [@/for]  [POP ONLY]  [PAID OUT]  [RECV ACCT]  [POP ONLY]  [CASH]

4. Turn the mode key counterclockwise one “stop” past the PGM2 position (this position is unmarked).  The display should read “SRV”.

5. Execute the following job by pressing the following buttons:

6. 9 5 0  [ . ]  [@/for]  7 0  [PAID OUT] [CASH] 

9 5 0 [.]  [@/for]  6 8  [RECV ACCT]  [CASH]

7. Put the register in training mode and test the [POP ONLY] button,  the [PAID OUT] button, and the [RECV ACCT] button.

8. Remember to take the register out of training mode before you start using the register for real sales.
