(1) Put the operator key in the mode switch and turn it to the REG position.

(2) Check to see if your register has both the journal and receipt rolls.  If your register lacks these rolls or 

     has low rolls, install new paper rolls or replace the old rolls with new ones.

(3) Sign on a Cashier.  See "Cashier Code Entries" page 3.



( Error warning



�In the following examples, your register will go into an error state accompanied with a warning beep and the error message “MISOPERATION” or “ENTRY ERROR” on the display.  Clear the error state by 

pressing the           key and perform the correct operation.



(1) When you enter an over 32-digit number (entry limit overflow):

      ( Cancel the entry and re-enter a correct number.



(2) When you make an error in key operation:

      ( Clear the error and operate the keys correctly.



(3) When you make an entry beyond a programmed amount entry limit:

      ( Check to see if the entered amount is correct.  If it is correct, it can be rung up in the MGR

         mode.  Contact your manager.

1. Cashier code entries

�3. Display of subtotals



Your register provides these two types of subtotals:

�(1) Merchandise subtotal

Press the         key at any point during a transaction.  The net sale subtotal - excluding add-on tax - and “MDSE ST” will appear in the display.

�(2) Including-tax subtotal (full subtotal)

Press the         key at any point during a transaction.  The sale subtotal including tax and “SUBTOTAL” will appear in the display and the “ST” lamp will light up.



4. Finalization of transaction

�(1) Cash, Visa/Master Card, Debit Card or Gift Cert tendering

�������Press the         key to get an including-tax subtotal, enter the amount tendered by your customer, then 

press the            ,            ,            ,            ,            ,            or           

When the amount tendered is greater than the amount of the sale, your register will show the change due amount (Only Allowed for CASH, CHEQ and DEBIT Tender), the message "CHANGE" will appear in the display, and the “CG” lamp will light up.  Otherwise your register will show a deficit and the message “DUE”.  Make the correct tender entry.

5. Automatic tax

Your register is programmed with the following taxes: Tax1 is PST Tax and Tax4 is GST Tax.  The register will automatically compute the tax on any item that is set to be taxable under the taxes listed above.

6. PST Tax Exempt and Band Number enteries

�Your register is programmed with the ability to exempt Tax1 (PST Tax).  The register will automatically cancel Tax1 when the            key is depress after a subtotal. You must enter the Band number of the person(s) requiring this operation.

�CORRECTIONS

1.  Correction of the last entry (Error Correction)



If you make an entry error relating to a Department entry, discount or coupon, you can void this entry by pressing the "ERR CORR" key immediately after the incorrect entry.

2.  Correction of past item or earlier item entries ( Void)



With this function, you can void any incorrect positive entries made during a transaction if you find the mistake before finalizing the transaction (i.e.  pressing the CA/AT key).  This function is applicable to Department entries only. Enter the item amount, depress the “ VOID” key then depress the department key that you wish to void.

3.  Correction of all sale items (TRANS Void)

With this function, you can void all of the sale that has been entered at the cash register.  After depressing the “SBTL” key, depress the “TRANS VOID” key. This will cancel the entire sale that had been entered.



�Resetting (Z) of Sales Totals



-Use the resetting function (Z) when you need to clear the register’s memory.  Resetting prints all sales information and clears the entire memory except for the GT1 thru GT3, reset count, and consecutive number.

MODE SWITCH POSITIONS AND MODE KEYS



The mode switch can be operated by inserting one of the mode keys - manager (MA), submanager (SM), and operator (OP) keys.  These keys can be inserted or removed only when the switch is in the “REG” or “OFF” position.

�



The mode switch has these settings:



OFF:		The OFF mode locks all register operations.  No change occurs to register data.

OP X/Z:		This setting allows cashiers to take X or Z reports for their sales information.  It can also be 		used for displaying the time and printing the employee arrival and departure times.

REG:		For entering sales

PGM1:		Program Mode

PGM2:		Program Mode

MGR:		For functions that require Manager Mode (eg. Refunds)

X1/Z1:		To take daily reports

X2/Z2:		To take periodic reports
